RULES AND REGULATIONS OF


MILAN WOODS HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

FOR PARKING


WHEREAS, the Declaration of Protective Covenants for Milan Woods is recorded in Book 1362 at Page 979 of the Durham County Registry and such Declaration, and those restrictive covenants thereafter recorded that subjected additional real property to the such Declaration, are hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Declaration”;

WHEREAS, Article IX, Section 2 of the Declaration provides that the Board of Directors of the Milan Woods Homeowners Association, Inc. (“Association”) shall have the power to adopt, publish and enforce rules and regulations concerning the parking of any types of vehicles on the Properties, including the authority to adopt rules regarding the parking of recreational vehicles, campers, boats and trailers on public or private streets, in any common area or on any Lot, except in areas that may be designated for that purpose; 


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the following Rules and Regulations be adopted by the Board:


1.
No owner or occupant of any Lot subject to the Declaration shall park or store any recreational vehicle, motor home, camper, travel trailer, boat, cargo trailer (whether enclosed or unenclosed) or other trailer (including boat trailers, jet ski trailers, motorcycle trailers, utility trailers and other similar trailers), or tractor trailer truck or tractor trailer truck cab (all of the foregoing are collectively and hereinafter referred to as “Restricted Vehicles”) on any public street or private street within the Properties or any public or private street adjacent to any Lot within the Properties, or adjacent to or on any Common Areas, or on any Lot except that Restricted Vehicles may be: (a) parked or stored in a garage on the owner’s lot with the door closed. (b) parked or stored on the Owner’s Lot if the Restricted Vehicle is not visible from any public or private street, the Common Areas, or from any other Lot, or (c) parked, not before 7:00 a.m. or after 8:00 p.m., in the driveway of the Owner’s Lot or on the street adjacent to the Owner’s Lot. (d) Any exception to a, b or c will require prior written approval from the Board of Directors pursuant to a specific written request for such approval submitted to the management company. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, any commercial truck or vehicles or heavy equipment that is necessary in the actual construction of a dwelling or structure on a lot and/or maintenance activities on a Lot may be permitted to park on the Lot and on the streets during the duration of such construction and/or maintenance. 
2.
No vehicle of any type, including any Restricted Vehicle, which is abandoned or inoperative or which does not display a valid and current license plate shall be parked or stored on any public street or private street within the Properties, on any public or private street adjacent to any Lot within the Properties, on any Common Areas, or on any Lot.

In addition to the means for enforcement provided in the Declaration and Bylaws of the Association, the Board of Directors shall have the right to assess reasonable monetary fines against the Owner of a Lot for any violation of these Rules and Regulations by imposing a fine not to exceed $100.00 per day for each violation.  Each day on which a violation shall occur or continue shall be deemed a separate and distinct violation.  Nothing herein shall be construed as a prohibition of or a limitation on the right of the Board of Directors to pursue other means to further regulate the parking and storage of any vehicle or to enforce the provisions of the various Association's legal documents, including but not limited to legal action for damages or injunctive relief.

The foregoing Rules and Regulations shall be effective once published to the membership of the Association.
